A Word from the Youth Pastor  
 

I would like to take this opportunity to let you know some 
things weôve been working on in the student ministry. 

 

In his message on Sunday, Dr. Burnette mentioned 

parents being the primary disciplers of their children. The basis 
for this comes out of Deuteronomy 6:5 -7 which says to ñLove the 
Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all 

your strength. These words that I am giving you today are to be 
in your hearts. Repeat them to your children. Talk about them 
when you sit in your house, and when you walk along the road, 

when you lie down and when you get up.ò 
 

With this in mind, I wanted to come up with a way to 

resource parents with some conversation starters based on the 
material we were learning on Wednesday nights. One way that I 

am doing this is through a blog. A blog is a word made from the 
combination of web and log and is available through the internet. 
There are countless blogs out there that range from blogs about 

television shows to famous actors and non - famous people voicing 
their opinion on a wide range of topics.  

 

The blog that I created gives a key question and Biblical 
truth behind the particular Bible study. It also provides the 
Scripture we looked at and main points we discussed. Finally, I 

list some questions that go along with the topic or Bible 
passages. The goal being, to give the parents a greater 
understanding of what we looked at so they can engage in deep, 

meaningful, Biblical conversation.
